COMMITTEE REPORTS

DIRECTOR’ S REPORT

BUILDING & GROUNDS - Additional leaks have been found on the second floor, at the
large window in Reference. We are working with the construction team- BBS Architects,
SCC Construction, AFL (contractor), and Spartan (subcontractor)- to resolve. Spartan
sealed several areas but the leaking continues. They are speaking with Kawneer (manu-
facturer) and worst case scenario will be to remove and reinstall the window. More
information is pending.

Our LED replacement project continues- outside lights have been replaced with LED
which are brighter, last longer, and are more energy efficient.

Exploratory work on the column under the back overhang is complete- Renu (contrac-
tor) saw-cut the sidewalk and exposed the beam. BBS Architects and Reilly Tarantino
(engineer) examined the beam, and the engineering report and repair recommendation
are forthcoming.

We have two elevators, the main elevator in the library and a small cargo elevator in the
Administration office (this is used only for transporting book carts if the other elevator is
temporarily closed). The cargo elevator is currently shut down as water leaks from the
roof were causing rust and there was concern about water on the electrical lines. The
leak is repaired and the rust has been removed. We are awaiting inspection and further
information from Island Elevator.

NASSAU LIBRARY SYSTEM (NLS) - Ms. Caroline Ashby, NLS Director, visited the Jericho
Public Library to see the results of the recent construction work. Each year NLS assists
the library when we submit construction aid requests to New York State.

LONG ISLAND LIBRARY RESOURCES COUNCIL (LILRC) - Ms. Cinquemani attended a LILRC
focus group for Public Library Directors to provide strategic planning feedback and re-
guests to their Executive Director, Mr. Tim Spindler. LILRC has provided us with
resources for their Access to Archives program and we take advantage of their trainings
and workshops for staff.

LIBRARY OF THINGS - Our collection of non-traditional items for check out at the library
just got a little bigger. We’ve added a sewing machine, Twister board game, and a Texas
Instruments TI-84 Plus CE Color Graphing Calculator. Visit www.jericholibrary.org and

The inspection and official report from Reilly Tarantino (engineer) recommends that
the damaged section of the steel column be cut out, removed, and replaced with a
new steel column section of similar size. They recommend this be done ateach
column. Project to include all columns and the entire sidewalk repair.

The next steps:

Board approval to use the state contract and to acquire estimates and
proposals.

Decide if the library should also utilize a construction management company.
The benefit is having a professionally qualified project manager on site to
provide oversight, advocate for the library if there is an issue with the contractor,
and to keep the project on schedule. We can obtain an estimate if the Board

chooses.

Details and Process:

Reilly Tarantino Engineering will provide baseplate detail and column
splice detail, BBS Architects will provide column enclosure and
concrete sidewalk replacement work scope to Renu (contractor). (no
additional costto JPL)

Obtain budgetary proposal from Renu with BBS input.

BBS will add contingencies, soft costs, etc. which will be included in
the proposal so we have all the information together.

There will be an additional cost for environmental testing and SEQRA
(NYS Environmental Quality Review Act). These were also required for
the last capital project and are requirements of NYSED. Budgetary
proposal from JC Broderick.

Board approval of budgetary proposals.

BBS prepares construction documents and specifications for NYSED
approval. (this is the building permit process)

BBS send documents to Renu forfinal proposal of the work. This
proposal may vary slightly from the initial proposal, TBD.

Work starts in coordination with Library hours / programs. Itis not
necessary to close the library for any length of time. Partial closure of
the parking lot/ canopy area may be required for sidewalk
replacement.

Project completion.

Tentative Timeline:

If we were to begin the NYSED documents today, we could see
construction on site during late spring, early summer. Give or take
depending on SED lead times and speed of approvals.
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JERICHO PUBLIC LIBRARY BORROWING PRIVILEGES POLICY

Jericho Public Library policy states that the Library’s primary purpose shall be that of providing
all school district residents with the best possible collection of books and other library materials.
A concomitant of that purpose is encouraging the return of library materials, within a specified
period of time, so that the greatest possible use can be made of all the Library’s materials.

When checking out items (books, DVD’s, etc.) patrons receive an email or paper receipt contain-
ing each items’ due date. It is the responsibility of the patron to return each item on or before the
date due.

Jericho Public Library also offers an automatic renewal service. When it is time to return an
item, if there is no hold then the system will automatically renew the item one (1) time only. The
system will send an email courtesy notice that the item has been automatically renewed one (1)
time with the new due date.

A schedule of fines for overdue items will be imposed to induce timely return of materials, and
to defray administrative costs. If a patron account has fines over $10.00, the account will be sus-
pended and no items will be checked out until the fine is paid.

In instances when the Library’s borrowing rules have been violated or ignored, such as failure to
return materials that creates unpaid fines on overdue materials, the Library will notify the patron
by mail or email two times within a 35-day period. An overdue notice is sent after 15 days, a bill
notice is sent after 35 days, informing the patron that if the item is not returned or paid for, the
matter may be sent to a collection agency. Patrons are referred to the collection agency if they
are 50 days overdue and owe over $50.00.

Once all items are either returned or paid for, including all fines, the account block will be re-
moved restoring all borrowing privileges.

Patrons who return damaged materials which can no longer circulate receive an email or phone
call notifying them that damage was detected on the returned item. If a patron responds that they
damaged the item, the patron may be given the choice to replace the damaged item or pay re-
placement cost. If a patron denies the damage a note will be placed in their account. The third
time a patron returns a damaged item and denies the damage their account is blocked. If there is
no response from the initial call or email informing the patron of a returned damaged item a “pop
up message” is placed in the account. The account is blocked and they lose their borrowing privi-
leges.

If the total amount due is over $50.00 it will be sent to the collection agency after 50 days.

Reilly Tarantino Engineering (RTE) conducted an inspection of the existing structure at the
referenced address on October 30, 2025. The purpose of the inspection was to determine the extent
of damage to several columns at the rear of the building. The following summarizes the inspection:
Date & Time: October 30, 2025

Description of Framing:
The existing building is a 2-story structure. The building is situated on the east side

of Merry Lane in Jericho. The roof and 2" floor framing is framed using structural steel framing.
The columns in question are along the east fagade facing the parking lot and support the 2" floor
and roof. A summary of our visual inspection is below:

Summary of Inspection:

RTE’s inspection was conducted at the base of the columns in question. The columns are wide
flange W6 columns. The base of the column was exposed and severe rusting was observed. The
rust amount and penetration has severely reduced the steel area of the column. The base plate
connecting the column to the concrete foundation is also rusted.

Evaluation of Existing Framing and Recommendations:

Based on the existing site conditions, we recommend the damaged section of column be cut out,
removed and replaced with a new column section of similar size. We recommend this be done at

each exposed column. To accommodate the column removal, we recommend temporary shoring be

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constructed to relieve the column of its load. RTE can prepare details of the column removal and
temporary shoring for approval by the local building authority and pricing by a contractor under a
separate proposal.

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DECEMBER DIRECTOR’S REPORT December 9, 2025

ANGELA CINQUEMANI

BUILDING & GROUNDS- Additional leaks have been found at the large window on the second
floor. This has been escalated to the construction team, including BBS and SCC. Spartan
(subcontractor) has sealed the window butitis still leaking. Spartan consulted with Kawneer
(manufacturer) and window parts have been ordered- this is going to take 5 weeks or more to
receive due to the color/finish. Once the parts come in, AFL (contractor) will contact the team to
coordinate next steps. Island elevator installed a new ADA emergency phonein the passenger
elevator. The sliding doors at the front of the library were not working- Corkrey Electric Services
fixed the bad breaker in the circuit panel and restored powerto the doors. Exploratory work on the
column under the back overhang is complete. Reilly Tarantino (engineer) examined the beam. The
official engineering report states that there is rustand itis recommended to replace that section
of the beam with a new piece of steel beam. Itis recommended for all columns. The next step will
be forthe Board to approve getting an estimate and proposals forthe work. Renu (contractor)
filled the hole atthe base of the beam to prevent water and snow from getting into the area.
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There is a leak from the roof coming into the ceiling in the Theater. The roofing company is
exploring the cause of the leak.

We have a failure of the carpet in the Theater. The carpet did not adhere properly in some areas.
This was escalated to the construction team. SCC (construction manager) contacted AFL
(contractor) and Milburn (subcontractor)- they came immediately on site the same day. Milburn is
coming back on site this week to examine all carpet throughout the Theater and fix with new
adhesive.
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OMNIA PARTNERS- We’ve signed up for OMNIA Partners as another resource to get the best
pricing and optimize procurement for the library. This gives us access to group purchasing
contracts with national suppliers. Itis a free membership and Amazon business is being added to
their list of contracts.

CONFERENCE- | attended the 34" annual conference Libraries and the Future: Change is
Coming. From the pandemic to Al we are facing constant change. Dr. Sandy Hirsh Associate Dean
of Academics in the College of Information, Data, and Society at San Jose State University talked
about change in libraries specifically and what we might expectin coming years. Dr. Rajesh Singh,
a professorin the Division of Library and Information Science at St. John’s University discussed
practical aspects of change and how to manage change at our libraries and with staff. Dr. Samuel
Colbert, counseling psychologist, discussed the psychology of change. This was a very
informative conference, and | will continue to keep a pulse on what we may expect in the future.

MUSEUM PASSES-The Long Island Children’s Museum has made some adjustments to their
pass program based upon library feedback. Jericho families will be able to visit the museum
throughout the entire year with no blackout dates. Patrons will now receive 50% off additional
general admission tickets (up to four per visit). LICM will require only one form of ID - a library card
ora photo ID. These revisions are effective Monday, December 15, 2025.
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NASSAU LIBRARY SYSTEM (NLS)- We will start 2026 with a customer service refresher for staff.
Ms. Nicole Scherer, Assistant Director at NLS, will conduct two training sessions and lam
finalizing the dates. | attended the 2025 Annual NLS Meeting for Trustees and Directors. The guest
speaker was Davis Erin Anderson, Senior Digital Security Trainer at Freedom of the Press
Foundation, and she presented “An intersection or a collision course? Implications for Al and
library services”. She discussed how libraries can thoughtfully balance the potential of Al to
enhance information services and work practices while staying true to core library values
including user privacy, equity of service,, and intellectual freedom. The 2026 proposed NLS
budget was made available for review. Two NLS trustees were elected, Mr. John Scaparro and Ms.
Monique Hardial.

LONG ISLAND LIBRARY RESOURCES COUNCIL (LILRC)- | received the final report detailing our
participation in the Access to Archives program, which provided the library with professional
archival services. These are the collections that have been digitized and added to New York
Heritage online: Jericho films and videos, Herbert S. Pratt’s “Old Long Island Houses” from 1637
to 1850, Jericho Matchbooks from Jericho restaurants and nearby towns, Jericho Public Library
Oral Histories which are audio recordings of Jericho residents from 1974 to 2004, and Jericho

Print on Demand Passes (*) are valid for 1 day (the day of the visit). Pick-up/Return Passes are checked out for 3 days.
The Jericho Public Library currently has membership to 33 museums. The number of passes we receive is dependent on
the terms of the membership. Some museums include two or three passes per membership ; some only include one pass

per membership.

Each pass admits 2-6 people depending on membership. Therefore, the total number of circulations could be 356 - 1068
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
