This note must be on a physician’s pre-printed prescription and have 
in writing a statement attesting to the fact that the applicant is either 
temporarily or permanently unable to travel to the library. 
Medical details are not necessary. 

• Fill out the Reading Preference Survey 
 
 

Get your personalized library delivery once a month via the United States Postal 
Service. Participants are not responsible for postage. 

 
 

This service is limited to items in the Jericho Library collection (28 day books, 
audio books, Large Print, and older DVDs and music CDs). 

 
 

There are no overdue fees for items due within the month. However, all items must 
be returned at the end of the monthly cycle in the same delivery bag. 

 

 

Persons who are blind or who cannot read or use conventionally printed matter due 
to a physical handicap may qualify for free postal service. If so, the Library may be 
relieved of postal costs and you may also be eligible for other services. If you are 
eligible, please fill out the enclosed Certification of Eligibility for Free Postal Matter.
